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BADARAK BASICS — SESSION FOUR

Last Sunday 30" September, the fourth session of “Badarak Basics”, a programme of the St. Sarkis
Parish, was presented by Dr Hratch Tchilingirian of Oxford University, who focused on one of the
significant parts of the Divine Liturgy, where the celebrating priest in his prayer asks Christ "to
purify and enliven us [the congreation], you who sits with the Father and are here sacrificed.
Dr Tchilingirian used this quotation to explain an important theological teaching of the Church
that God is timeless and space less, that God is always Now, in the present, that past, present and
the future are one act for God -- are all now. He then explained that we do not and cannot know
God's nature, but we know God through His Revelation and his attributes -- such as
compassionate, merciful, gracious, infinite, righteous, etc. He then underlined that, as St John
writes, "God is love" (1 John 4:7) and how Christ's incarnation is the perfect example of that love
towards humanity. The next session of Badarak Basics is scheduled for Sunday 28™ October.
