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Chilingerian to Discuss the Armenian

PASADENA - Scholar and
analyst of contemporary Ar-
menian affairs, Hratch Tchilin-
gerian, will lecture on the Ar-
menian Church in Karabagh,
Wednesday, July 22, 1998 at
St. Gregory Armenian Church.

Since 1988, the earthquakes
in Armenia, the struggle for
independence, the war in Kara-
bagh have all shaped the public
-and private lives of Armenians.
However, parallel to the politi-
cal, economic and social factors
of these events, a religious per-
spective was added to public
discourse particularly in Kara-
bagh. This presentation will
focus on the role of the Arme-
nian Church and clergy in
Karabagh and the language of
religious discourse in the con-
text of the war with Azerbaijan.

Tchilingerian is a Ph.D
candidate, Sociology Depart-
.ment, London School of Eco-

nomics and Political Science.
Since 1994 he has been study-
ing the developments in Ar-
menia and Karabagh and has
traveled there extensively. In
1996, Tchilingerian spent the
summer in Karabagh where he
conducted qualitative research
for his dissertation. His analyti-
cal articles have appeared in
European, North American and
Middle Eastern journals and
publications.
